Licencing Committee, says “This is an important project that will vastly 
improve Coopers Walk and it is to be greatly welcom ed”. 
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County Councillor Dave Hewitt has now allocated all of 
his £10,000 locality budget to schemes that will improve 
our community and the welfare of Cheshunt residents. 
 
Dave has supported several schemes this year 
including: 
 
£3,000 to disabled play schemes based in our local 
schools, £1,000 to improve footpath access to the 
Scouts hut at Nightleys Playing Fields and £2,000 to 
The Beaumont Centre. 

Dave says “it is fantastic to be able to spend real money on 
real schemes that help real people in Cheshunt” 
 
The great news is that this initiative, inspired by the 
Conservative Group at County Hall, will continue in 2010 / 2011 
and Dave will be able to give further support to local projects 
that help Cheshunt people.

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At the full meeting of Tory controlled Broxbourne 
Council on 23rd February it was decided that 
Council Tax would be unchanged for 2010 / 2011.

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Cheshunt North Councillor Richard Clemerson has welcomed the 
news that Broxbourne Council will spend £900,000 this year on grants 
to help disabled people adapt  their homes.  Richard says “I know 
these grants make a huge difference to the quality of peoples 
lives and it is reassuring to know that Broxbourne Council is able 
to help  so many residents in this way.” 
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Broxbourne Council has agreed changes to Neighbourhood Forum 
boundaries.
